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VOX Neighbourhood Networks: Issues July - September 2008 

Recurring themes in all networks:
· Lack of support or understanding the rationale behind the latest reorganisation of Youth Services which has left gaps in several areas
· Drugs and anti social behaviour issues/underage drinking - however police have recently made significant gain in some areas which have been noted
· Under utilisation, recognition and/or support for historical buildings in and around Wakefield District Area
· Group development and training issues including support in developing funding bids amongst other things
· Lack of support and maintenance of play areas within the District

· Public transport
· Home Office – Policing Green Paper: A Home Office consultation paper was distributed. Any parties interested were informed that the paper would need to be returned to the Home Office by 10th October (address provided).
· WMDC Local Development Framework – Waste Development Plan Document: A letter inviting comment on WMDC’s Local Development Framework for Waste Management was distributed. Members were informed how to take part in the consultation online.
· NHS Constitution: A draft of the new NHS constitution was distributed. The Network was informed that they could feedback their thoughts on the new constitution. Interested parties were requested to send their responses to the Department of Health.
VOX Neighbourhood Networks bring together voluntary and community groups and individual community members with statutory organisations in specific parts of the district. Supported by the VOX Community Engagement Team these networks exist to enable communities to have a greater say in what happens in their area, identifying and tackling local issues as well as giving an opportunity to share information.

CASTLEFORD

· Castleford Forum and the Library. Castleford Heritage Trust are active in the process to secure funding for the Library site and old Market Hall, in partnership with WMDC
· Friends of Fryston Wood are undertaking consultation with the local community
· Rivers Community Group in Airedale have ceased operations

· There is a need for improved signage to the new bridge and improving the streets around the bridge
· Fryston Village: The local community are holding a meeting next week to try and form a community group. Initial feelings, from those already involved, are that a youth centre is needed with a skills centre attached
· Primary Care Trust and WMDC are trying to tackle the obesity problem using physical activity and looking at what cycle tracks are available especially in Airedale
· There is an idea to establish a Community cafe involving local people. A venue is being looked for.

· Cutsyke Community Group are looking to develop a community allotment targeting children with disabilities as the main user group
· Local Parks are a concern to members as reports have been made that some have needles in them so people are reluctant to use them. There is no money to develop new parks. The ones that are used are being maintained, the future is in the low maintenance play areas which could be looked after by Friends Groups
CROFTON, WALTON AND SHARLSTON

· Public Transport: The following points were raised by Sharlston Parish Council as a demonstration of need for a bus service between the two villages:

· Crofton High School: There is a bus to transport children to and from school, but not if they stay for after school activities
· Crofton and Sharlston Health Centres: Both surgeries are covered by one practice so some services are only provided at one of the sites. Patients have been asked to attend appointments in the other village
· Sharlston Children’s Centre: The new children’s centre has a catchment area that includes Crofton. Parents from Crofton without transport will struggle to access services. A meeting has been arranged in November with representatives from the high school, the health centre, the children’s centre, Parish Councillors, District Councillors, a representative from WMDC and the Councillors that are on the board of WYPTA

· Sharlston Bank Holiday Fun day: The event was a success with upwards of 1,900 people attending. Substantial funds were raised for the church
· Blind Cricket Tournament: The event was a success with many visitors. Equipment was provided so that those attending without a visual impairment could participate
· Sharlston Children’s Centre: The centre has put together a full programme of activities. There is already a good attendance and all the courses are booked up. There has been a series of outreach events in Streethouse. They are looking for a venue in Crofton to promote their activities
· Sharlston Male Voice Choir: The choir will be celebrating its centenary next year. Upcoming concerts include the Notre Dame and Durham Cathedral
· New Sharlston: The new gas supply to the village will not reach The Kibble and two neighbouring houses. They can be included at a cost of £50,000
EASTMOOR AND COLLEGE GROVE

· Waste Collections: Waste collections have improved in the area however; issues around excess waste and multiple house hold occupancy still remain
· Tackling Drugs & Local Anti-social Behaviour: It was noted that the police were making several successful drugs raids in the area however the problem is still a concern. Details need to be circulated about the ‘Not in My neighbourhood’ events
· Query was raised about WDH linkage in to the system where tenants have been found to be rowdy or a nuisance, Query to be passed to Chris Croxall
· Groundwork in association with WDH will be conducting a blue print for the area – Parking, play areas and seating were issues highlighted for discussion
· Mental Health Development Worker: Rosemary Carr has come into post to support individuals with mental health problems. Rosemary will be working in and around the area and can be contact via email: rosemary.carr@wdpct.nhs.uk
· Carers Wakefield District is an organisation set up to support and provide assistance to carers in the area. For further information and details please contact Jill Morris: jillm@carerswakefield.org.uk
· St Swithuns: Rachel Hazell has been appointed the new community development worker for the centre. Rachel’s work will focus upon developing activities and engaging with young vulnerable men. For further information please contact Rachel at St Swithuns 01924 361212
· Re-Connect: are currently looking for volunteer drivers to take part in the Wakey Bus project as well as volunteers for their befriending scheme. Reconnect will be holding a networking event on the 15th Sept 1 pm-4 pm @ Wakefield Methodist Church. For further information please contact Re-connect 

· St Johns Church: The church is currently looking at developing meeting room facilities in their current building. The alterations to the church building will cost a substantial amount of money as such the group are welcoming any fundraising suggestions. FEATHERSTONE, STREETHOUSE AND PURSTON JAGLIN

· Initial meeting in September 2008 with over 36 attendees
· Group Development and training issues were highlighted in the meeting with the network agreeing to focus on these issues in the future meetings. Updates form different statutory bodies was seen as a welcome process in which groups felt more informed about the decisions happening around them
HEMSWORTH
· VOX are in the process of negotiating a partnership agreement with the existing Hemsworth and District Partnership. VOX representatives are already attending the meetings of the Partnership. The first meeting VOX attended  was in September 2008 with over 20 attendees
· Issues for the local Neighbourhood Policing Team relating to drug dealing at specific properties. The intelligence was passed on
· Issues over the quality of some of the rented properties in the West End. Local private landlords are accountable. The details of the specific properties were forwarded to the appropriate officer in WMDC
KETTLETHORPE, CRIGGLESTONE, DURKAR AND CHAPELTHORPE (KCDC)

· Community Concern: lack of youth provision and Anti-social behaviour – Gangs: It was noted that members were concerned at the increase in anti-social behaviour and gangs around the area. It was agreed that a representative of the Neighbourhood police team should be invited to a future meeting to discuss possible ways in which to deal with this and other issues
· It was noted that groups in Hall Green were currently looking at setting up a youth group/club

· Concern was raised about the lack of support received from Young Peoples Services particularly in the rest of the rural ward
· Rural Transport: Concern was raised at the infrequent access /level of transport for the rural area. It was noted that buses were actually passing through Newmillerdam but were starting the service at Kettlethorpe Terminus. This issue is to be highlighted to Metro as well as Arriva
· Friends of Kettlethorpe Lake: Are requesting anybody with ideas on fundraising activities to get in touch. The group have been successful in securing £10K from the Awards for All Grant
· Second phase of the cycle route is being started and the group are currently liaising with the school on further activities

· Rugby Club: Efforts to find a suitable place to develop changing facilities for the rugby club are still on going. The club is negotiating using facilities at the Kettlethorpe Community Centre
· Crigglestone Parish Council: Parish Plan: The Parish Plan can be accessed online or can be requested from Janet Mitchell (Parish Clerk) http://www.crigglestonepc.org/index.php
· Newmillerdam Community & Conservation Association: Have successfully had a series of meetings. The group is currently looking at prioritising ideas and projects and applying for funding
· Durkar Residents Group: The group had a successful initial meeting with plans from the new group and old Durkar residents group to merge. Emma Hudson to feedback further developments
· Crigglestone Railway: Network awaiting feedback from the Parish Council about any further developments with regards to this project. For further information please contact Janet Mitchell clerk@crigglestonepc.org
KNOTTINGLEY AND FERRYBRIDGE

· Riverside Regeneration and Artist Residency: Some members of the Network attended a river trip on the 15th September. Using the “City of Hull” barge, operated by the Surewaters Project, the members travelled from Ferrybridge to Whitley Bridge and back. The members discussed the artist residency idea on the return leg of the journey. Members of Knottingley Carnival Committee were specifically invited on the trip; A project group is being established to work on the idea
· British Waterways Representation - It was agreed to continue to pursue representation from British Waterways
· Funding Opportunities - Projects: The Network agreed to focus on the artist residency. It was agreed to add Artist Residency to future agendas
· Play Areas and Play Provision - Acacia Walk: The project has secured £45,000 from WREN and will now submit the next part of its bid to the Lottery; Knottingley Park - Links have been established with the Youth Development Team at the Green House; Holds Lane and North View - The play area on this site is temporarily being used as a work site by Barratt’s. The agreement was that Barratt’s would return the site to its original purpose when the housing development was completed. Work has stopped indefinitely because of the housing crisis
· Knottingley Carnival: The carnival committee was billed for repairs to the field. The committee for the next carnival is currently being organised
· Knottingley Town Hall: The hall has been redecorated. The downstairs is now being redecorated. Quotes are in for the repairs to the roof
· Cherrytree Avenue CCTV: Concern was raised about vandalism to cars. The question was again asked about CCTV for Cherrytree Avenue. It was agreed to include it in the next agenda and to invite representation form Wakefield and District Housing
· Circle of Friends: The group are organising a Halloween Festival and are in the process of selecting a new Chair
· Warwick Community Group: The group has four sessions a week, including, healthy living and weight management, craft activities and healthy walks
NORMANTON AND ALTOFTS

· Post Office Closure: As a result of the post office closure large queues had already started forming outside the other post offices and that those without transport were left increasingly isolated. A proposal has been put forward for established community groups to look affordable and accessible transport on fixed days so that elderly people are able to get their shopping and other necessities. This issue to be discussed in the next meeting
· The network is supporting the development of a group in the Altofts area which would focus upon the re-development of the play facilities in the area. Network members are currently arranging a date when an open meeting can be arranged to take this issue forward
OSSETT AND HORBURY

· Brickhouse Youth Club - Invitation to the new area co-ordinator has been sent and the network is waiting for further details on the future of the youth club
· Ossett Town Hall Restoration - WMDC have started repairs on the building however concern was raised that a proper evaluation of what needs repairing has not been conducted nor has an accurate assessment of cost been made. Peter Savage to liaise with Town Hall management and to feedback any further developments
· Friends of Carr Lodge Park: Network awaiting update from representatives from the Friends of Carr Lodge Park re Park Keepers Project
· Ossett Town Hall Prices are still currently under review. No further details have been received
· Youth Worker:  Horbury Churches Together & Trinity churches have successfully recruited youth worker’s for the area
· Sponsored Walk: Horbury Churches are participating/organising a sponsored walk which will take place on the 18th Oct 2008. For further information please contact David Rowland
· Trinity Church - An appeal for donations is on going to make the church warmer. For further information abut activities and events please contact Trinity Church; New Children’s Centre in Gawthorpe - A new children’s centre is now open in Gawthorpe, families and community groups are encouraged to visit the centre and use its facilities. · New Projects & Ideas - Identity: Groups are encouraged to come forward with any ideas or suggestions which would support the following issue: The network agreed that it would be good to develop a project or activity which highlights the identity of Ossett & Horbury as it was felt that the two towns are not always highlighted like their five towns partners on the other side of the district; Network members are encouraged to come forward with any project ideas or projects which they feel may benefit the community
· The network particularly wishes to encourage groups in the Horbury and Sitlington areas to participate
· New Projects & Ideas Suggestion 1: Town Centre Partnerships & Historical society in both Horbury & Ossett to undertake a review/ audit of the historical buildings of the are as well as the different cultural aspects of the towns: this could possibly be highlighted in an exhibition which could be used around the schools or at other events. Network members to discuss within their groups and to look at the feasibility of such an activity; DDA (Disability Discrimination Act) Compliant Buildings - Concern was raised about the lack of accessible buildings in both towns as well as the up keep of historical buildings. This issue to be forwarded to the Town Centre Partnership and elected members in the respective areas; WDH - Kathryn Hutchinson is the new tenant involvement officer for the area. · Community Police - Vehicle crime issues and vandalism at the fore again. Fourteen garden shed burglaries in the last week in the Love Lane area. Barracks estate have reported fraud crimes in the form of con men posing as Dog Trust fundraisers
· St Mary’s - Enrolling for the new Academic year, all is going well; Youth Canteen Project - No further progress has been made
· Willow Park Lease - A meeting is to be held to agree a 2 year lease on the field
· North Ward Councillors - Cllr Phillip Thomas expressed his enjoyment of the Liquorice Festival and congratulated organisers. The decision on the new bus route via Monkhill station has been deferred
· South Ward Councillors - Cllr Geoff Walsh had championed a campaign to prevent the closure of the Hardwick Rd Post Office and won

· Pontefract Forward - Ann Cuthbert presented an update of the groups progress. Approx 850 signatures have been collated so far (Target of 2500). The group are leafleting from Mon 4th August and are meeting at 7 pm at the Sports & Social Club. They would appreciate any help with the delivery. Steering group meeting 31st July at the Sports& Social Club. A presentation meeting will be held on the 6th   August at the Sports & Social Club
· Carleton Park Estate TARA - Anti social behaviour in the Park area continues. The Parks boundary fence has been broken, still seeking to get equipment removed
· Pease Park Project - Gavin Quinn reported that the WMDC are to release a substantial amount of ‘106’ money to erect a boundary fence on Pease Field. Work is to begin in the autumn, it is presently open to tender. Pease Park Project will hold their AGM on 20th August 2008 7 pm at the Sports & Social Club
· War Memorial - Reg expressed his sadness at the stalemate as no further progress has been made regarding the re-siting/parking issues
RYHILL, HAVERCROFT AND SOUTH HIENDLEY

· Rabbit Ings: Mick Birkinshaw gave a presentation to the Network outlining the proposals for the Rabbit Ings site. The site is in Barnsley, but belongs to WMDC. First Development Agency has taken responsibility for the development of the site in partnership with Groundwork Dearne Valley. The site will be developed into a nature park. It will be an enclosed public space. The site is already home to some very rare species such as newts and snakes. Mick offered to give a guided walk to any members interested. Tony Howell offered to visit the site and assess it from the perspective of someone using a wheelchair
· Extended Schools Co-ordinator: Carol Connelly informed the Network that the pyramid for Hemsworth and Minsthorpe Community Colleges were recruiting Parental Support Advisors
· Ryhill Parish Council: Gloria Booth informed the Network that prizes had been issued for the best kept allotment and gardens in the village. The Allotments are being extended to include new allotments as demand is increasing
SOUTH KIRKBY, SOUTH ELMSALL AND MOORTHORPE

· Public Transport: The Network was informed how West Yorkshire Passenger Transport Authority (Metro) are involved with the infrastructure of public transport. The following points were made: Bus operators decide which routes to provide services for. They will choose the routes that generate the most income, Metro subsidise routes at weekends or at night because the operators would stop the services because they operate at a loss, Metro are subsiding operators 67p in every £1 that would have been taken as a fare by a pensioner using one of the new national bus passes, Communities can have potential influence over bus routes through the local Passenger Transport Authority, but the final decision still rests with the operator
· South Kirkby Colliery Angling Club: WMDC have provided a secure gate to the site and keys for all the club members. The club is considering a deposit for the keys as they have an annual turnover of 100 members
· Joy’s Hall Opportunities Centre: Work is still underway getting the centre ready. The centre has new signs. The Help the Aged grant has been used to purchase a new cooker. Mears have been assisting with some of the improvements to the building as part of their contact with WDH
· Handyman scheme: The new handyman training initiative will start on Monday 6th October. The course will last for 6 weeks and the skills taught will include, painting, wall papering, basic plumbing, basic brick laying and tiling. It will take place at the Community House on Cambridge Street (90)
· Homeless people: There is a study to assess the number of homeless people in the district and to determine if there is a need for services to support them and where they would be most needed. Jill would like any details of where homeless people are gathering
· Extended Schools Co-ordinator: Carol informed the Network that the pyramid for Hemsworth and Minsthorpe Community Colleges were recruiting Parental Support Advisors
· Disabled Peoples Partnership – South East: The group will be doing a site visit of the proposed environmental improvements around Carr Lane to consider access. The group have also been working with Northern Rail with regards access to Moorthorpe Station. The group have feedback to Northern Rail with concerns with the initial design
· All Saints: The centre will be hosting an event to support young volunteers (16-25 years old). Developing Initiatives and Supporting Communities is on Monday 6th October at 1 pm
